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Australians Discover Original Designer of Land Rover
Engineer who led first design team for vehicle reappears in Australia after being forgotten
Droitwich Worcestershire, England – Certain vehicles are iconic; the Willy’s Jeep of World War II, or the clean lines of the Rolls-Royce. Australian Land Rover enthusiasts Alex Massey and Michael Bishop rediscovered Goddard, by chance living and still working in Brisbane during 2009.
